Certification Chair

Please note that to advance from Association Level to National Level and from National Level to Master Level, you need to have attended appropriate Fundamental and Advanced classes. While, as a new official, you did not specialize in officiating just one event., the longer you officiate the more likely you are to specialize in an “event group” (throws not shot put). Much more is said about this in the rest of this newsletter.
Do you remember from our discussion in 2008/2009 that your official’s certification will expire with the Olympic Torch after the Olympics Games in London? No, I am not yet sure what the insurance implications will be when working LDR events during the Fall of 2012, but more on that later.

When it comes time to ReCertify you will need to: 1st make sure you have renewed your USATF membership; 2nd complete a rules review; 3rd attend a clinic (you have already completed the rules review so clinic time will be spent in discussion; 4th complete the necessary paperwork during the clinic; 5th have a new picture taken; and 6th turn in your resume of the meets you have worked (this will go a long way in determining what “events” will be recorded on your card for the next Olympiad) along with your completed rules review. When you leave the clinic, you will have completed all your requirements. In return, you will receive goodies for your use during the next Olympiad. No goodies (such as a new official’s pin should the national office distribute one) will be mailed. Pick up all goodies at the clinic.

( If you want to advance from the Association Level to National LEVEL, you need to have completed the appropriate Fundamentals Class and such Advanced Classes as are offered for your area of interest. This is easy for the field events (including Implement Inspector), starting and clerking, but a bit trickier for umpiring and marshaling.

( If you want to advance from either Association Level to National Level or from National Level to Master Level, start lining up some higher-level officials with whom you have worked who will vouch for your readiness to go to the next level.

You may display your leadership and knowledge by mentoring other officials, by teaching one of the clinics or by leading one of the ReCert classes. You will not be thrown out into the cruel world on your own. You will receive support from both the Training Committee and the Certification Committee.

	Introduction to

Track and Field Officiating
	The Introduction to Track and Field Officiating class is your first in a series of classes designed to help you become a competent official. This class is required of everyone who wants to work a track and field meet in any capacity but does not cover race walk or non track LDR races.
· The morning session covers USATF organization, safety concerns, our expectations for official’s behavior and all the “track” events.

· There is no lunch break, as you will be filling out the papers necessary to become certified, and have an opportunity to sign-up for a mentor. Please bring your own bag lunch.
· The afternoon session covers all the “field” events.

· All of the rules review questions usually asked of students will be incorporated into each session. This is a one-stop shop…when you complete the class; you are ready to become certified as a newbie.

	In your second year as an official, you have worked some meets. Now you are ready for more instruction in the finer points each job. Your Introduction to Track and Field Officiating class spent less than three hours covering how to work a “field” event. Your Fundamentals of Field Events class will take all day and give you a preview Introduction to Officiating the Throws, Introduction to Officiating the Horizontal Jumps and Introduction of Officiating the Vertical Jumps…all the while talking about SAFETY.

	Annual Rule Changes
	After all the years that the sport of track and field has been contested, you would think that everyone would agree on the rules and that the rules would not change very much from year to year.

T&F is not that easy. We use four rulebooks. The IAAF book (International Association of Athletics Federations), the USATF (USA Track & Field) book, the NCAA (National Collegiate Athletic Association) book and the NFHS (National Federation of State High School Associations) book.

2011 is not a “rules year” for USATF, but there are some refinements in all four books. Perhaps the most intriguing are the changes to the high school uniform and jewelry rules.

Yes, the pertinent rule changes will be covered in every clinic, but if you are going to no other clinic, this is a good one to attend!


(
By your third year as an official you are probably are ready to advance from Association Level to National Level as an official. Now is when you need make some choices…will you specialize in “track” events or in “field” events? The next three courses are for those who chose to specialize in “field” events.

	Advanced Throws Officiating
[including Head of Events]
	The four hour Advanced Throws Officiating class will include everything you need to know to become the head of an event as well as a review of the rules and techniques for officiating all of the throwing events.

	Advanced Horizontal Jumps Officiating

[Including Head of Events]
	The four hour Advanced Horizontal Jumps Officiating class will include everything you need to know to become the head of an event as well as a review of the rules and techniques for officiating both the long jump and the triple jump.

	Advanced High Jump Officiating
[including Head of Events]
	The four hour Advanced High Jump Officiating class will include everything you need to know to become the head of an event as well as a review of the rules and techniques for officiating the high jump. We have split this class from the pole vault class as the same official seldom has an opportunity to work both events and a good deal of time will be devoted to how to properly set up a high jump pit.

	Advance Pole Vault Officiating

[including Head of Event]
	The four hour Advanced Pole Vault Officiating class will include everything you need to know to become the head of an event as well as a review of the rules and techniques for officiating the pole vault. We have split this class from the high jump class as the same official seldom has an opportunity to work both events and a good deal of time will be devoted to how to properly set up a pole vault pit.


There are other specialty jobs in our sport…and some do not even require a track.

	Introduction to Starting
	There is a good deal more to starting a race than simply raising the pistol and going bang. The authority and responsibility that is given to the starter demands training, first in a class and then with mentored practice at actual track meets.

All starters must first take the Introduction to Track and Field Officiating class, then the Introduction to Starting class and, finally, work with a seasoned starter as your mentor.

	Implement Inspection
	Implement Inspection certification used to be known as Weights & Measures for W&M describes what an implement inspector does…weights and measures the throwing implements to assure that they conform to the proper specifications.

This is a good chore for someone with a well-organized technical brain. Is it any wonder that many inspectors are engineers?

Implement Inspectors require a good deal of equipment, but you may begin your career working with another inspector and/or borrowing equipment. You do not have to own everything now.

This is not our year to give a “class” but if you are interested in beginning your training, you have an opportunity to work alongside an experienced inspector before meets at Davis and U.C. Berkeley.

	Umpiring
	The sad truth is that the umpires and marshals are usually the last two officials assigned in a meet, and they are only assigned if all of the other chores are covered. However, someone needs to monitor the runners to make sure they do not run on the lane lines, do not interfere with another runner and do pass the relay baton within the passing zone. There are never enough umpires! Start with a class and get some mentored practice to add to your resume.

	Long Distance Running and

Cross Country
	A Cross Country and Long Distance Running certification qualifies you to officiate at “non stadia” events such as road runs and cross-country races. The normal track distances of 5,000m and 10,000m are not LDR events, but track events such as 15,000m to the 24-hour run would be LDR events.

Within the Pacific Association, in order for a club to be fully active, each club must have a number of certified officials proportional to their enrollment. This is the course for you.

An official who only wants an LDR certification does not have to take an Introduction to Track and Field Officiating class.


Before I Get To How To Register Online, Let Me Talk About Rule Books:
· In 2011, the NCAA published a two-year rulebook. The next book comes out in 2013. However, there is a connection, NCAA T&F Rule Interpretations and Corrections (8/31/09) (if you get a window which offers you a chance to Refresh the Page…do so) to rule interpretations which the NCAA has published…rather than printing a new book. If you do not have a book, you can buy one. If you bought a book last year, look at these interpretations.

· The high school rulebook is new, but not everyone needs the high school’s officials manual or casebook. Referees, you probably need these books.

· The USATF rulebook will not be available until about 1 March. Until then use the 2011 version.

· You may order these books online or by paper. You will pay by credit card (and you do NOT have to have a VISA card to pay) or by a check made out to PA/USATF.

· See the last page of this newsletter for the paper sign-up form.

· Dick Connors has agreed to handle the ordering and distribution of rulebooks this year. By ordering rulebooks through the Training Committee, you save $$. Shipping is almost as much as most books.

· The drop-dead deadline for ordering books through the PAUSATF Official’s committee is 11:59 p.m. on Saturday, February 27th, 2010. At the stroke of midnight, the computer clicks off and you are on your own.

While we are discussing deadlines, the deadline for signing up online through Active.com for a clinic is 11:59 p.m. on the Thursday before the clinic. We need the time to organize the paperwork. Late entries will be charged a late fee of $10.00 per class.

To Register For A Class Through Active.Com
Now to get to the sign-up through Active.com, you can hold down the control key, your pointer turns into a hand, and when you click on the button, you open the web site.

Alternatively, use your browser to go to www.active.com, type “Pacific Association” into the search box, then click on the result “2012 Pacific Association Clinics” and this should bring you to the “register now” page.
· After you get to the Active.com web site for 2012 Pacific Association Officials Clinics, click on the green Register Now button.

· Unless you are already a member of Active.com or wish to become a member (useful for signing up for road races and other events) click on the “C” choice Guest Access button.

· You are now looking at a list of all the clinics. Click on (highlight) the radio button(s) of the clinics/book orders you want. Accept the waiver (check the agree box) and check that you are older than 13. Click on the Agree & Continue button.

· Fill in the Participant Information. Sign up/or not for e-mails from Active.com (unless you uncheck those boxes you are asking for e-mails). Sign up/or not for magazines. Notice that if you sign up now, you will be billed for a full subscription unless you opt out later. Click on the Continue button.

· Next, they will ask you for your credit card information. I cannot go there without signing up, and I do not want to do that yet. You get the idea of how to continue.

· PRINT a receipt of the clinics you signed up for and the books you ordered.

· Come to the clinics, learn and enjoy!
